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APPROXIMATION OF UKRAINE’S LEGISLATION WITHIN THE
INTEGRATION INTO THE COMMON AVIATION AREA
OF EUROPEAN UNION

The CAA has been envisaged to allow gradual market opening between the
EU and its neighbours linked with regulatory convergence through the gradual
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implementation of EU aviation rules to offer new opportunities for operators
and wider choice for consumers [1].

On 9 June 2006 the ECAA agreement was signed [2] by almost all of the
27 EU members, the European Union itself, Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Croatia, Iceland, Macedonia, Montenegro, Norway, Serbia as well as Kosovo
(UNMIK as Kosovo representative under Security Council resolution 1244).
The last two EU member states to sign it were Slovakia and Latvia respectively
on 13 June 2006 and 22 June 2006. In addition, Serbia signed on 29 June 2006
and Montenegro on 5 July 2006.

The ECAA Agreement entered into force on 1 December 2017. This is an
Important step towards a closer and deeper integration of all the countries in the
Western Balkan region into the European aviation area that will further enhance
growth, connectivity and competitiveness in aviation sphere.

The aim of this aviation agreement is the creation of a European Common
Aviation Area (ECAA), integrating the EU’s neighbours in South-East Europe
in the EU’s internal aviation market, which consists of EU Member States as
well as Norway and Iceland. The ECAA agreement, by creating a single
aviation market, should deliver substantial economic benefits for air travellers
and the aviation industry, covering 36 countries and more than 500 million
people. At the same time, the agreement guarantees that the same high
standards in term of safety and security across Europe, through the uniform
application of rules.

The ECAA has already allowed for unprecedented levels of connectivity:
the number of individual city pairs has tripled between the EU and the Western
Balkans and passenger numbers have more than doubled.

Based on a positive experience of the ECAA Eastern Partnership (EaP)
countries, such as Georgia and Moldova signed a CAA on 2 December 2010 [3]
and on 26 June 2012 [4]. Armenia, Azerbaijan and Ukraine began negotiations
to join the CAA Agreements.

Currently Ukraine intends to conclude the EU-Ukraine CAA Agreement,
which is stipulated in Association Agreement. (Association Agreement is the
main document, which regulates relations between the European Union (EU)
and Ukraine.)

In 2019, December, 18-19, in accordance with Article 467 (3) of the
Association Agreement the Parliamentary Committee of the Association,
having discussed recent developments in Ukraine and EU-Ukraine relations,
and exchanged views on the priorities of future events, agreed on such a Final
Statement and Recommendation as i.a. stresses the need to enhance trade and
economic cooperation and to continue trade liberalization, including through
the swift conclusion of Ukraine-EU Common Aviation Agreement.

Therefore, the basic condition for integration into European and world
transport systems are:

— the implementation of European norms and standards in the air transport
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sphere,

— adherence to key international conventions and agreements,

— development of aviation infrastructure, international transport corridors
and checkpoints,

— safety and environmental friendliness of transportation.

The liberalization of this market is inevitable as Ukraine prepares to sign an
«open sky» agreement with the EU. To achieve this goal, it is necessary to
harmonize the Ukrainian air transport network in accordance with European
standards on the basis of not declarative but real implementation of state target
programs in accordance with the system of international treaties. Transport
infrastructure must be developed at an accelerated pace in order to promote the
country’s rapid economic development, taking into account national needs and
interests.
